2023 BIBLE PLANS: The YouVersion Bible App is a great tool to help you journey 
through the Bible this year. Try the Bible in One Year  which includes passages from the 
OT, NT, Psalms and Proverbs, plus a short daily devotional by Nicky Gumbel, the 
OWNit365 Plan which balances daily readings from the OT, NT or Wisdom books with a 
weekly ‘catch-up’ day to help you stay on track. Alternatively, you can try the Bible Project 
Plan that provides regular 5-7minute video devotions that put the passages in context, 
or the 5-day a week F260 Bible Foundations Plan. Finally, the classic M’Cheyne Reading 
plan takes you through the OT once and the NT and Psalms twice in a year. There is no 
perfect way to read the Bible, so just pick one and begin!

Yet he is actually not far from each one of us, 
 for ‘In him we live and move and have our being’  

Acts 17:27-28 
 

I. HE IS OUR PREOCCUPATION 
Our Heart is His - “In Him we Live”  

• John 1:4-5 - In him was life, and the life was the light of men. 5 The 
light shines in the darkness, and the darkness has not overcome it.  

 
II. HE IS OUR MOTIVATION 
Our Choices are His - “In Him we Move” 

• Galatians 5:16-17 - But I say, walk by the Spirit, and you will not 
gratify the desires of the flesh. 17 For the desires of the flesh are 
against the Spirit, and the desires of the Spirit are against the flesh, 
for these are opposed to each other, to keep you from doing the 
things you want to do  
 

III. HE IS OUR DESTINATION 
Our Future is His - “In Him we Have our Being”  

• John 15:7-9 - If you abide in me, and my words abide in you, ask 
whatever you wish, and it will be done for you. 8 By this my Father is 
glorified, that you bear much fruit and so prove to be my disciples.  

• Matthew 17:20 - He said to them, “Because of your little faith. For truly, 
I say to you, if you have faith like a grain of mustard seed, you will say to 
this mountain, ‘Move from here to there,’ and it will move, and nothing 
will be impossible for you. (See also Mark 11:22-24)  

• Psalm 145 - 17 The Lord is righteous in all his ways 
    and kind in all his works.
